United Arab Emirates Continues to
Have World’s Most Powerful Passport

With visafree access to 180 destinations, the UAE remains the world’s
most powerful passport, according to the Arton Capital’s Passport Index.

As the last few coronavirus-related border closures are lifted, the world has become more accessible to many passport holders.
Meanwhile, since Russia invaded Ukraine in 2022, many nations have dropped visa requirements for Ukrainian passport holders. In
turn, many countries have stopped issuing visas to Russian citizens and banned Russian airlines from using their airspace.

After taking all of that into account, the United Arab Emirates passport is currently the most powerful passport in the world, with
visa-free or visa-upon-arrival access to 180 destinations. This makes it the strongest in the world, according to Arton Capital’s Pass-

port Index, a ranking of the world’s passports in order of the number of destinations their holders can access without obtaining a
visa before arrival. SR . i

Eleven countries trail behind the UAE in joint second place with visa-free access to 175 destinations
currently: Germany, Sweden, Finland, Luxembourg, Spain, France, Italy, Netherlands, Austria, Switzer-
land, and South Korea. Third place is a eight-way tie among Denmark, Norway, Belgium, Portugal,
Poland, United Kingdom, Ireland, and New Zealand with access to 174 destinations each. (The United
States is ranked fourth on this list with access to 173 destinations.)

With current travel restrictions in place, Russia doesn’t make an appearance until 37th on the list—
slipping two spots since 2022—with visa-free access to 126 destinations. Ukraine gained one spot and moved up to 19th, increas-
ing its visa-free access to 148 destinations from 144 in 2022.

Afghanistan is currently at the bottom of the rankings at 95th place with access to only 39 destinations. Syria and Iraq ranked only
slightly higher with access to 40 and 41 destinations, respectively.
