Bearcat Cafe

Whether you’re looking for something healthy (good cat) or looking to indulge (bad cat), there is something on Bearcat’s menu
for any mood. The Biscuit Sandwich is a steal. It comes with egg, cheese, and bacon for $6. Wash it down with a coffee and you
can still get a full breakfast for under $10 before exploring Freret Street Uptown, or visit their Central Business District location.

1000 Figs

A truly New Orleans
meal would include a cup of filé gumbo ($7.75), hot sausage po-boy ($13.25), and beignet sticks ($8.25). For just $29.25, you can
officially say you’ve tried the local New Orleans food.

The Joint

You can’t go to the South without finding some sort of barbecue to stuff yourself with. The Joint keeps its Bywater charm with
the local art-filled walls and offers a full meal that will leave you unbuttoning your top button for $10. The pulled pork sandwich
comes on either white bread or a bun and is accompanied by one side. Make sure to save some time after this one for a food
coma rest.
